Touring Amazing Highway 53
& Spirit Wolf Sanctuary: Day Trip 105

Highway 53 (just off historic Route 66) offers a
wonderful range of topography and culture. Our
Prst stop is El Malpais National Monument whose
magniPcent formations were created when ancient
volcanoes gushed a river of molten lava. Next is El
Morro National Monument, where Conquistadors,
Native Americans, and Anglo explorers left
centuries old petroglyphs and historic signatures
dramatically carved into the rock. We continue to
the Wild Spirit Wolf Sanctuary, a refuge for abused
and abandoned captive-bred wolves and wolf
dogs from across the US. Finally, we will visit the
Mission church at Zuni Pueblo, one of the most
culturally intact Native American villages of the
Southwest.
